Post meetings take 

place from 7:00 – 9:00PM on the first and third Tuesday of every month, typically held at the 

Police Department, and annual dues are only $25.00. At the end of a probationary period, 

Explorers receive a uniform and are eligible to participate in ride-a-longs with Burlington Police 

Officers. The Burlington Police Explorers Post helps to educate interested individuals on a career 

in law enforcement as well as provides leadership training, citizenship skills, and character 

education.
