NC Fire Code - Systems out of service explains “where a required fire protection system is out of service, the fire department and the fire code official shall be notified immediately and, where required by the fire code official the building shall either be evacuated or an approved fire watch shall be provided for all occupants left unprotected by the shutdown until the fire protection system has been returned to service.

Fire Watch – A temporary measure intended to ensure continuous and systematic surveillance of a building or portion thereof by one or more qualified individuals for the purposes of identifying and controlling fire hazards, detecting early signs of unwanted fire, raising an alarm of fire and notifying the fire department.

Due to the impairment the following is required:

1. An impairment coordinator shall be designated.
· The sole responsibility of this person(s) shall be to monitor the occupancy for any fire hazards
· The coordinator is responsible for dialing 911 and keeping a reliable means at all times.
· The coordinator shall have keys for the entire facility on him/her at all times.
· The coordinator shall maintain the Fire Watch Log form.
· At each hour, the facility shall be inspected and documented on the Fire Watch Log Form

2. Restoring the system(s) to service.
· Ensure necessary inspections and tests have been conducted to verify that affected systems are operational.
· Supervisors have been advised that the protection system has been restored.
· The fire department has been advised.
· The building owner/manager, insurance carrier, alarm company and other involved parties involved have been advised that the protection is restored.
· Contact has been made to the fire marshal for a functional test and has passed.

3. Fire Watch Log Forms
· All Logs shall be emailed, faxed, or hand delivered to the Burlington Fire Department every morning by 9 am.
