3. The conservation subdivision design procedure is described in Section 6.10 of the Burlington Unified Development Ordinance.
4. Conservation subdivisions are reviewed as preliminary plats following approval of a conservation and development plan that is prepared in stages with assistance by City staff
5. Conservation subdivisions must include ten acres, five or more lots, and be limited to single-family detached dwellings (though typical accessory structures are also allowed).
6. Conservation subdivisions are prohibited in business, special, and conditional zoning districts.
7. This application form is not required if a conservation subdivision is proposed as part of a planned development district.
