5. Development subject to a floodplain development permit has several flood-related inspections that must take place at various stages of the project.
6. Provision of false statements on this application may result in permit revocation, and all must work must stop until a new floodplain development permit is re-issued.
7. Part 7 of this application requires information on the actual elevation of the lowest floor or floodproofing protection after construction is completed.  A professional engineer or licensed land surveyor is required to provide this information.
